WhatKkind ofinvestment will the
nextlegof expansion from 37 mtto

The planned 13 mt additional capaci-
ty will come from brownfield expan-
sions, making it a cost-effective
endeavour as some infrastructure
and facilities are already in place. As
for the 50 mt target in the medium
term, we expect India’s overall econ-
omy to treble in the next 10 years,
driven by the government’s focus on
infrastructure development. This, in
turn, will lead to a significant rise in
steel consumption, reinforcing our

materials are under strategic review.
Does thatacquisition opportunity
interest JSSW?

It is still early days as Vedanta has
just initiated discussions and put
some assets on the market. However,
raw material assets hold more appeal
to us. Nevertheless, we will conduct
athorough study of all assets before
making any concrete decision.

Whatare the raw material assets?
They have iron ore mines in
Karnataka and Goa. And the steel
plant is in Bokaro, Jharkhand. I
think the Karnataka mines will natu-
rally be of interest to us. But we will
have to study and understand the
dynamics around other assets and

Samil told Business Standard that acqui-
sitions should enable diversification—it
should add either a new product or new cus-
tomer or new geography—and it should be
within its financial policy and in support of
its customers.

Apart from the aforementioned three
major global acquisitions, Samil has done sev-
en other smaller acquisitions in India and oth-
er parts of the world in 2023.

Apart from Germany, Dr. Schneider Group
has wholly-owned subsidiaries in Spain,
China, the US and Poland. It went into insol-
vency in September 2022 due to failed opera-
tional and financial restructuring. The Group
had a turnover of¥4,283 crore in 2022, accord-
ing to Samil’s statement.

The group has about 4,500 employees
across its facilities. Samil said that the group
